National de Paris, Teatro Real Madrid, Gran Teatre del Liceu, La Monnaie in Brussels, and the Sydney
Opera House. She sings all the major roles in her repertoire, including Briinnhilde (WALKURE,
SIEGFRIED, GOTTERDAMMERUNG), Isolde, Senta, Kundry, Ortrud, Elsa, Elisabeth and Venus
(TANNHAUSER), Farberin, Elektra ( ELEKTRA), Helena ( AGYPTISCHE HELENA), Salome, Ariadne,
Marschallin, Turandot (TURANDOT) and Leonore (FIDELIO).
